     BIRTHPLACE OF CT

Eighty years ago, the idea 
of Concept-Therapy was 

conceived December 17-24, 
1931, at 719 Mason Street, 
San Antonio, Texas, when 
Dr. Thurman Fleet had his 

illumination.

    There is One Great Law:  Energy Is.  The first of the Subsidiary Laws is 
“The Perpetual Transmission of Radiant Energy.”  Why must the energy be 
radiant?  Why not sound, heat, or light energy?  Why not atomic or tangible or 
simply energy all by itself? Why does the energy that is perpetually transmitted 
have to be radiant?
   For purposes of knowledge and understanding let us extend the Subsidiary 
Law “Perpetual Transmission and Transmutation of Radiant” or “Radial 
Energy.”   It is radiant because it radiates out from its source.  The object it 
lands on then becomes the radiating source to another object, and so on, in a 
never-ending relay.  It is radial because it radiates out in every direction like 
the spokes on a bycicle tire.  It is root energy from which all tangible energy 
“grows” or manifests.  
  The Rock of Gibralter is a totally solid substance and has been so for 
thousands of years.  How could this very hard rock be filled with radiant 
energy, which is perpetually moving?  Whether the Rock of Gibralter is being 
held together by fusion, or gravity, or cohesion, or pressure, or magnetism, or 
any force whatever--that force is radiant energy, ever on the move.  If that force 
leaves the rock, it falls away to sand.
   The same is true for any solid surface.  A steel bar, a diamond, and a tree all 
have radiant or radial energy holding them together.  For the human, animal, 
or plant body the radial, radiant energy is called spirit.  The moment the spirit 
leaves the body in death, the body begins to decompose or disintegrate.
   Everything that we see, hear, touch, taste, and smell is tangible energy that 
springs from the radial.  That radiant energy suffuses and permeates it.  (“I 
formed thee from within myself and yet I remain.”)  It is everywhere and in 
everything.  It is in the pen and ink of this article and in the minds of the one 
who wrote it and the one reading it.
